Minimum Barcode Height 1" (25.4 mm, 96 pixels, 1000 mils, 2540 HiMetric) 
Minimum Barcode Length 1 1/2" (38.1 mm, 144 pixels, 1500 mils, 3810 Himetric) 
Barcode Grade ANSI Grade "A" or "B" 
Quiet Zone / White Space A minimum 1/8" white space must remain on the left and right of the 

barcode. 

Embedded Barcode Data Package Label Number (PLN) 
(The embedded barcode data is your PLN Number. No leading or ending spaces 
or zeros, check digits or other special characters. 
NOTE: This is NOT a UPC code or UPC number.) 
 Example:  
PLN 650245T should read 650245T when barcode is scanned. 
PLN 6329461 should read 6329461 when barcode is scanned.

(Labels are placed on the outermost surface of the single unit 
packaging, not directly on the item. The single unit package 
may be a plastic bag, corrugated carton, plastic carton, 
retail carton, clamshell, etc.) 

Items that are too small for a 2" x 2" single unit label must be placed in a 
polybag and apply the label to the polybag. Polybags MUST be sealed. 

Do not place the single unit label over packaging seams.

For approval from the Colony Brands Non-Food Packaging Department, you will need to start the 
process a minimum of 10 business days prior to your expected ship date. *Please note that the  
approval process only needs to be done once. Please do not send labels for every PO.* 

 

1) Create a final physical printed label for each format 

 -1 master carton label format 

 -1 single unit label format 

2) Print your formats on the white labels  you will be using 

 - If printing required text (PO, PLN, Qty, MC ) on master carton, please provide images of markings 

3) Fill out the Label Review Request Form (found on page 6) 

4) Apply PRINTED WHITE LABEL samples to page 7 of Package Label Specification Document 

5) E-Mail labels and request form to: NonFoodPkgLabels@ColonyBrands.com 
6) The Packaging Department will reply to you via email with approval or needed corrections 

 
 

 

 Label approvals will be issued once per factory only 
 
They will not be granted per PLN or per PO and repeat submissions will be declined. 
Please note that approval of your template does not remove your responsibility to ensure that  
all labels applied to product packaging are printed correctly and meet quality standards. 
 
Chargebacks may occur in the following situations: 

-Poor print quality on labels applied to actual product packaging 

-Labels applied in the wrong location on the packaging 
-Use of any template other than the approved version, resulting in scanning issues 

-Incorrect information used when creating labels
